- to examine economic integration as the main factor expansionist strategy of
the company;

- to analyze the structure and stages of economic integration on the example of
NAFTA, MERCOSUR;

- to 1identify the effects of integration on companies, as well as on
macroeconomic and social indicators;

- to investigate the effect of protectionist policies on local companies, taking
into account the financial and information barriers;

- to investigate the effect of protectionist policy on the SME taking into
account financial and informational frictions.

Object of study is the activities of companies in terms of changing trade
policy of the country.

In this thesis we employ both
approaches. In the first step we study financial and informational frictions and the
effectiveness of protectionist tariff policy. That approach focuses only on the
effectiveness of protective tariff policies. The second step is to investigate economic
integration and social development. We consider the case of the Eurasian Economic
Community. The third step is about the effect of integration on the economic growth
of member countries. We estimate the net effects of the integration of the former
soviet union countries into Eurasian Economic Community.

The results of our study have practical value as a guidance for policy making of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. The outcome 1s also significant for companies that face
with challenges of economic integration.
